Guest of honour at this year’s fair will be Hungary, which has prepared an attractive programme of events that will include readings by Hungarian authors, exhibitions and discussions. A special website for visitors called “Otevřete kni.hu” will provide all kinds of information on the Hungarian programme.  
Books We Can’t Put Down II - Fantasy & Sci–fi

This part of a comprehensive series devoted to the most widely read genres has been produced in association with the Academy of Science Fiction, Fantasy and Horror and the magazines Pevnost and XB-1. It will comprise readings, exhibitions, discussions and a joint sales point for publishers active mainly in this genre. A special space has been reserved in the Right Wing of the Palace of Industry for events focused on fantasy and sci-fi.  
The Many Faces of the Book 
At a time when book formats are subject to dynamic change, this theme will address the development of book design through history; it will also look at trends in graphic design, whether electronic books have a chance of vanquishing the printed word, and what the future has in store for the book market.  
Literature Online

This programme will be held in a theatre of the same name, where visitors will be able to familiarize themselves with the latest trends in literature-based activities on the Internet, e-book projects, digital libraries, e-shops for literature, book and literature portals, book trailers, webzines, etc. 
History As Reflected in Literature, another of the themes of the fair, will look at fiction, specialist literature and even comics. This programme will also commemorate significant anniversaries of historical events and the lives of literary figures. 
For the third year antiquarian booksellers will be taking part in the fair, and again they have prepared an interesting presentation. Last year’s highly successful Literary Mile will be repeated, and this year it will be even longer. The unique Ladislav Sutnar / Design in Action exhibition is associated with one of the central themes of the fair, The Many Faces of the Book; it will comprise 350 exhibits and chart Sutnar’s oeuvre chronologically. 
For many years now the Das Buch project has presented at the fair the work of contemporary authors writing in German. It is the result of the cooperation of three organizations – the Goethe-Institut, the Austrian Cultural Forum in Prague and the Swiss Embassy in Prague. This year the authors and their presentations are actively connected with the themes of the fair.  

It has become traditional for the eve of the fair and literary festival to be marked by Literature Night, comprising readings from European literatures in translation. It is held by Czech Centre Prague in cooperation with cultural organizations involved in the EUNIC project. This year’s event will take place in Žižkov on 14 May. 

Scholars of Czech 
For the second time Book World Prague will provide a setting for a meeting of translators of Czech literature from abroad with Czech writers, academics, publishers, literary agents, producers of literature programmes and bestowers of literature prizes. Partners in this specialist programme are the Arts and Theatre Institute, the Václav Havel Library and the Institute of Czech Literature of the Academy of Sciences of the Czech Republic, assisted by the City of Prague.    
Cooking with the Book
This year the foyer of the Palace of Industry will again host presentations by authors of cookbooks and chefs.  
Prizes awarded at the fair 

Jiri Theiner Award 

Book World Ltd. confers the Jiri Theiner Award on a living person or institution who by their or its work has made an important contribution to the dissemination and promotion of Czech literature abroad. Pavel Theiner, son of Jiri (George) Theiner and donor of the financial award, is a permanent, honorary member of the committee. The 2014 award will be conferred on American translator, writer and scholar of literature Peter Demetz (b. 1922), who was born in Prague. 
Readers’ Challenge – competition testing knowledge of the content of books: literary competition for sixth-year classes of primary schools. This year its online preliminary rounds were entered by a record 57 classes from across the Czech Republic. Pupils from Břeclav, Děčín, Jindřichův Hradec, Šumperk and the Prague 9 district will compete in the final in Prague.
